The starting point for this “IN-DRAG” sessiontlse
Model King re-pop of the L.A. Dart Wheelstander eTkit
(from my distorted point of view) is very basiccking
almost any detail in all areas of the kit. Somepbeohink
because a kit is re-released is must be improwed the
original. Think again...it's the same old mold, andnost
cases it's worse than the original.

| began this build by opening the box and shanazg
everything except the body, belly pan, and therioteub.
The remaining parts are not even worthy of thespaoi. In
order to improve this model, | began with the basiassis.
A new rear end was fabricated using Evergreen noldea
funny car rear end, followed by ladder bars, wieebérs,
drive shaft shield, scratch-built drive shafts, andetailed
front end. By spending ample time on the chasfasllit
adds realism to a very basic platform, and a dvasé to
build the remainder of the model.

Next, to the rear mounted engine; began withresgmox
engine block, “tranny” (pardon the expression) aactch-
built motor mounts to accommodate the much lar¢psko
(during the engine building process the body MU &Tdst
fit numerous times, especially when scratch-buddime
headers). | chose a 16 plug set-up, so | pickeairaop8
plug valve covers and painted them wrinkle finigchk to
contrast the Hemi Orange block. Next...the usual
suspects...scratch-built manifold, upper and lowet fu
blocks and lines, blower with explosion blanketailed
injector hat, pulleys, belt, fuel pump and fuekrall
mounted backwards. Dual distributors with ignitlmoxes
fully wired. Headers are fabricated from aluminurhing
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and epoxy. The body was then altered to allow heade
clearance.

The interior was spruced up with the additiomafcratch-
built roll bar, 5-point racing harness, machinetbgpanels,
parts box seat, aluminum fuel tank, fire bottled arbattery.
The dash has been detailed with an added tach.

Now, on to the body - the front and rear panssraplded
on, sanded, primed and ready for paint. AHHH - Pain

What you're looking at above is the third attertgppaint
this body. The first two paint jobs fell well shadft my
expectations and were stripped. | finally laid doavemooth
finish of Black Gold Bittersweet Pearl, added someh
altered graphics, cleared and polished. | thencddgrille
made from two parts box aluminum pieces and dual
parachutes. The front wheels are Bob Dudek itemsnieal
on small tires. Rotors, calipers and brake linemdoout the
front end. The rear tires are American Satco malote
MAS rims with simulated lugs and valve stems. Rgtor
calipers and brake lines...of course.

So, to wrap it up...l feel very satisfied with theild. Sort
of made a “silk purse out of a sow’s ear”... kindeelmy
make-up job...what do ya think? See you again sotimeat
“DRAG” strip.

P.S. Doctor “IN-DRAG” will be making guest appaaces
from time to time. Perhaps my next project willdbe
“TRANS"-AM.

Welcome to another thrilling episode of RantRRgvin’
and Rappin’. | can’t believe that it is time forodher
newsletter already and more unbelievable stilhat bur
show is just around the corner. Time sure doearity the
older you get the faster it seems to go. One thadwknow
is that “Time flies like an arrow, but fruit flidike a
banana”.

Okay, enough seriousness now, let's get dowoltiwes
“rappin”. If any of you have read my last two digagons
in the newsletters then you know I've detailed Haye
about painting and polishing the bodies of my model
projects. Another and (lucky for you) final wayitoprove
the looks and realism of your project is to do‘ttl@ome”
trim using a product called Bare Metal Foil. Mosidelers
I know cringe at the thought of using this stufit kvhile it
is tedious, it's not really that hard and the resate well
worth it.

Once again, since many of the models | build tbave a
lot of “chrome trim” on them, | don’t profess to thee best
in the club at this task, in fact both Dwayne andiE are
better, but since they haven't written an artiddeu it, |
guess | will. The first thing to do is make surenare
starting with a “good” sheet of foil. Check to sEthe sheet
you have is free of wrinkles because you cannotdffa
large enough piece if there are wrinkles preserteiV
buying the foil from a hobby store it is advisatieask them
to open the package before you buy, because aledink
sheet is almost useless. Your main foiling jobs kel the
windshield, rear, vent and side window moldings angd
“chrome” trim pieces found on the body of the védidou
will need a few “tools” to make the job easier dnelse
consist of a couple of X-acto knives with fresh #lddes
(one to cut the foil from the sheet with and theeotto trim
the excess foil on the body), a couple of flat hpitks, An
old paintbrush handle with the end “rounded”, a f@sips,
an old piece of flannel polishing cloth and somexensive
tissues. | vigorously rub the finished foil withethiece of
old flannel polishing cloth just to enhance thenshand
further “set” the foil. Some modelers like to deithfoiling
using one large piece but | find too large a pieael to
work with so I'm going to explain this using the tined that
“works” for me.

Start by cutting a piece of foil a bit larger ¢@r and
longer) than the trim to be covered. For body-largitle
trim | do the front fender as one piece, the doat then the
rear quarter, using the door lines as my trimmiagp
When you cut the foil from the backing paper danit
through the backing. You only need the slightesbamh of
pressure because the foil is very, very (about”.@ti¢k)
thin. Gently peel the foil from the backing usitg ttip of
the knife to lift the edge and remove the piecdwit
tweezers. Lay the foil over the area to be “chrohsex
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gently press it down with your fingers or a Q-fliake the
flat toothpick and run it gently down each sidetaf
“chrome strip” but be careful not to press too haedause
you can easily tear the foil and then you havead sver. If
a crevice is present (I make one with a panel scib the
back of a #11 X-acto blade during body prep) geptigh
the foil into the crevice using the edge of the titethpick.

Remember you don't have to burnish, or “set"fdik
around the strip being foiled, only to its edgesduse you
want to easily remove the excess. Once the foilirsished,
trim along the edges with a sharp (new) X-acto élaxd all
the way around the strip. Again use very littlegstge (just
the weight of the knife is probably enough) to ttwbugh
the foil. Once it is trimmed lift the edge of thecess with
the flat edge of the toothpick and lift off the ezs with a
pair of tweezers. Lift the excess slowly just isegou
haven’t trimmed the piece completely. If not the itedown
again if possible and finish the trimming and regka
removal process for the excess. Don't try to li#t excess
foil with the tip of the X-acto knife because notteahow
careful you try to be you WILL mar the paint. Use/@od
toothpick (the flat kind if possible) with a sharpisel point.

Continue with the rest of the trim on the bodyha same
manner. | trim around the windows with strips af fehile
some people cut a large piece and cover the whiokgow
frame at once for that “one piece” look. As | mentd
above, | find it harder this way but you can tntbways
and see what works best for you. If you are doisgall
piece such as a door lock or an emblem and yobaiag
trouble getting the foil to stick you can use ahexive
product by Microscale called Micro Metal Foil Adihes It
can be found at well stocked hobby shops like Model
Emporium and Spare Time Shop. Just apply a smallam
with a small brush, a toothpick or one of thos@adsable
little micro brushes and wait for a minute or twalglace
the foil over the adhesive and proceed to burnightédm as
above. After the piece is trimmed | buff it wittckean
tissue. Use the cheap store brand and not the more
expensive stuff with the lotion built in. You argihg to
buff the foil to a shine, not “soften” your handdter | have
foiled all the “chrome trim” on the model | waxvitith The
Treatment wax directly over the foil. You will noé a
Black residue on your polishing cloth but so fhaken't
had any ill effects waxing over the foil.

That completes my little seminar on how | go &bou
applying Bare Metal foil to my models. Even thougtan
be a tedious process it's not as hard or complicasait
sounds. However, like most processes in modelidges
get better with practice. Take an old body that aue
lying around and give it a try. You won't have mucHose
and you'll gain a great deal in the final appeaeaoicyour
finished projects.
