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  Welcome to another thrilling episode of Rantin’, Ravin’ 
and Rappin’. Before I get into this issues installment I 
would like to do something I meant to do in the last issue 
(approaching ‘old fartdom’ you know). I want to extend a 
BIG THANKS to Del and Debbie for hosting another great 
“club cookout” at Del’s house last August. It was, as 
always, an enjoyable time. THANKS AGAIN you guys!!! 
  Well the last few months have been real good if you are a 
street rod modeler. Revell has issued a couple of new kits 
(actually reissues with some newly tooled parts). The first is 
a ’32 Ford 5-window body as an addition to their 
EXCELLENT line of “Deuce Ford” kits. They hit a “home 
run” with the first 3 releases (Speedwagon, 3-window 
Coupe and Roadster) and a “3 run homer” with the Sedan 
kit a couple of years ago and this time it’s a “GRAND 
SLAM”.  
  This kit is nothing short of fantastic!!! Besides the new 5-
Window body and “tuck and roll” interior there are many 
new optional parts. The car can be built both as a highboy 
(without fenders) or a full fendered rod. The old standby 
small block Ford engine is included but with an optional 
induction system and optional (nice) valve covers. There is 
also a “HEMI” (there, I said it) motor that is very well done 
with a dual 4-barrel setup. Replicas and Miniatures has just 
come out with some “cool” multi-carbed induction systems 
for this engine and a neat over the frame header set as well. 
Along with the American 5-spoked mags from the other kits 
there is now a set of “steelies” with small caps and rings. 
There are whitewall decals on the decal sheet but the 
Modelhaus has a beautiful set of resin whitewall tires for 
these ’32 Ford kits. There are two different (separate) trunk 
lids, one louvered and one smooth, three different sets of 
hood sides (smooth, stock louvered and hot rod louvered), 
four different taillights, three different dashboards, two 
different steering wheels and a piston gripped floor shifter. 
There is also a new set of “nerf bars” and a MOON fuel tank 
for the Highboy version. The nice thing about this series of 
’32 Fords from Revell is that all of the parts from any of the 
other four body styles are INTERCHANGABLE. It makes 
for fun street rod modeling, that’s for sure. As an added 
bonus Replicas and Miniatures has at least three additional 
body styles for these kits including a Sedan Delivery, 
chopped 3-window Coupe and a complete ‘32 Ford Pickup 
conversion. If you’ve never seen Norms resin it is about the 
best in the business. It looks and feels and builds just like 
plastic and there is no special prep before painting either. 
Just wash with Dawn dish detergent and you are ready for 
any type of paint. I can’t RAVE enough about this new kit 
as well as all the kits in this series. 
  The second new re-release by Revell is another reiteration 
of the old Monogram 1936 Ford Coupe/Roadster kit. This 
kit was originally released in the 60’s as one kit with both 

the Coupe and Roadster version in the same box. When it 
was released as part of the Early Iron series in the early 70’s 
the two versions were split into separate kits. This is the first 
time since then, to the best of my knowledge, that the two 
have been combined in one box. Although the kit exhibits 
60’s kind of detail it does build up “sweet”. I have never (if 
you can believe it) built one of these kits but have seen quite 
a few at shows and they can look pretty nice. The engine is 
the same old Flathead that they have used throughout the 
years but there are some interesting new parts in this 
version. All of the parts from the previous releases are still 
there but they have “tooled up” some pieces to build an old 
style custom, 40’s style. There is a LaSalle style grille and 
surround, headlights that mount lower (down into) the 
fenders, a set of rear fender skirts, a spotlight, a set of steel 
wheels with small hubcaps and a pair of custom bumpers. 
There are skinny tires with whitewall inserts for the 40’s 
style car and a set of low profile ties for the “donk” (yuck!!) 
wheels provided for the Roadster version. Actually any of 
the parts can be used for either version if one so wishes. 
There is also a very nice (typical Revell) decal sheet 
included with some “cool” markings for either car.  
  The biggest disappointment with this kit is the lack of a 
“chopped” top and “flipper” style full wheel covers. Pictures 
on a number of websites (including Revell) show a picture 
of a real ’36 Ford Coupe with the chopped roof and flipper 
caps and these parts were much anticipated by the modeling 
community. They were not included and there has been a lot 
of negative reaction on the modeling forums so far. When 
this kit was originally released the separate top was chopped 
and for some reason raised to “stock” height for the Early 
Iron series and kept that way (AMT did exactly the same 
thing with their ’36 Ford 3-window Coupe too - hmmm!!).  
  I believe it was a big mistake not to put the chopped roof 
and flipper caps in the kit and it will reflect on sales, just my 
opinion. The “chopped top” on this style of coupe just looks 
“right. There is good news though as there is a nice set of 
“flipper” style caps included in the AMT ’40 Ford Sedan 
Delivery kit that I believe will work even though they are 
different scales. Some trimming of the inside lip of the kit 
tire will be required to use the ’40 Ford wheel covers.   
  Replicas and Miniatures also produces the “chopped” roof 
for this kit in resin and some neat full wheel covers along 
with a pair of “ribbed” bumpers. The resin wheel covers and 
bumpers will have to be sent out for plating or painted with 
Alclad. No matter what the shortcomings may be however, I 
think if you build this kit you really won’t be disappointed. I 
do highly recommend both of these kits as worthwhile 
purchases. 
  Well, that about does it for this issue. Talk at you again 
next time.
