  Welcome to another thrilling episode of Rantin’, Ravin’ 
and Rappin’. I can’t believe it’s time for another newsletter 
again. Boy does time fly, even if you’re not having fun.  
  Well, I’ve done it again!! No, nothing naughty or stupid or 
anything like that. I just finished another model from my 
youth, another “blast from the past”. I was sitting at the 
computer looking at some Ebay model car auction sites 
when my wife Janice asked me what I was looking for. I 
told her I was looking for an original AMT 1960 Mercury 
Convertible annual kit because I had built one when I was a 
kid (in 1960) and I always wanted to build another one. I 
had seen them a couple of times at different shows but the 
over $200 price tags had put me off. I couldn’t find one 
from a Resin company, and I couldn’t find one on Ebay 
either. I didn’t think much more about it after that. One day 
I came home from work and she presented me with a 
package that had come in the mail. It was good size but was 
very light and I couldn’t think of what it might be as I 
hadn’t ordered anything from anybody. When I opened it, 
inside, much to my surprise and delight was an almost mint 
AMT 1960 Mercury convertible kit, unassembled and 
unpainted, still in it’s original box. She had kept her eye 
open for one on Ebay and had won an auction for the kit and 
surprised me with it. She had paid almost exactly what a 
resin kit from the Modelhaus would have cost me if I had 
been able to get one (which I couldn’t). I was thrilled. I 
started building it immediately. 
  The model you see before you on these pages is the end 
result of that build. In the past I have built models from my 
childhood remembrances as “sort of” clones of models I did 
back then. This time I didn’t and I just built it the way I felt 
like building it. I didn’t build it box-stock however, but 
performed some minor kit-bashing and used a few resin 
pieces from Replicas and Miniatures such as inside door 
handles, window cranks and “teardrop” shaped dash knobs. 
The “fuzzy” dice hanging from the mirror I made myself. I 
also used American Satco tires, hubcaps from an AMT ’53 
Studebaker and aerials, spotlights, lakes pipes and mirrors 
from the parts box. While these parts were included in the 
kit I felt the ones I used were nicer and a little more pleasing 
visually. I sent the front bumper/grille, rear bumper and 
Continental pieces out to Chrome-Tech for re-plating. The 
kit pieces were O.K. but not as nice as newly “chromed” 
parts (after all they were 50 years old). I painted the car with 
Tamiya paints (the first time I had tried them) and was very 
pleased with the results. I used Light Green Pearl (#TS-60) 
for the body and Pearl White (#TS-45) for the interior and 
clear-coated the body with Tamiya Clear (#TS-13) as well. I 
also detail painted the one-piece chassis by hand after 
spraying it body color. Even though it’s all molded as one-
piece, detail painting makes it look 100% better. It is a bit of 
tedious work, but I think it’s really worth it. I’m very

...horrible! 
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pleased with the way it turned out and it’s been well 
received at shows and by the guys in the club who have seen 
it. Thanks to my wonderful, thoughtful wife, I was able to 
build another “blast from the past”. 
  At our last meeting I asked one of our guys if he had done 
any more on the model he had been working on and he said 
“no”, he was taking a hiatus from modeling. I asked him 
why and he said that he was stressed out with work and 
things and because since the project had gone well up to 
now and he was afraid of “messing it up” he didn’t need any 
more stress in his life right now.
