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Trophy Hound (Tropheous Whoreous): 

a) One who builds and attends shows specifically to 
win the event.  

b) One who enters (his or her) models for more than 
one show circuit year.  

c) One who will enter (his or her) models in different 
classes, year after year, if (he or she) does not take 
home some hardware.  

d) One who criticizes judging results because (he or 
she) feels they were ‘porked’ at that particular 
show.  

e) One who will not attend an ‘NNL’ event because 
of lack of awards.  

f) One who will stand next to (his or her) entry for 
the entire show to promote themselves and their 
entry. 

  This past May Barry (the Prestigious One) and I attended 
the Mid-Atlantic NNL in Maryland. This would be the third 
time we’ve attended this well represented show. Some of 
you might ask why two ‘Trophy Hounds’ like Barry and I 
would travel all the way to Maryland (a 10 hour trip) to 
attend another NNL with just a few awards. 
  I’ll tell you why…we both enjoy the trip, each others 
company, have a lot of laughs and appreciate seeing models 
built by some very accomplished builders. There is no 
shortage of great builders showing their skills at this show.

He was there for one reason – to win 
the show and take home the hardware. 
  Anyone who has attended an NNL knows that the event is 
basically a ‘popularity contest’. I’ve seen entrants stand by 
their entry all day long to promote themselves and their 
build. We saw it happen at the NNL East and the Mid-
Atlantic NNL…hey, each to his own right. 
  To make a long story short – the guy who will not attend 
an NNL and these ‘self-promoters’ are the real ‘Trophy 
Hounds’. I’ll admit that quite a few of our club members did 
very well at the MassCar show this past March. Does that 
make us ‘Trophy Hounds’? NO! It tells me that their judges 
appreciated our efforts. 
  In closing, if all shows were an NNL style format it 
wouldn’t stop me from attending…unlike some people. 
  Thanks for listening…Buona Fortuna –D- 
  P.S. I hope this puts to rest the ‘Trophy Hound’ crap that 
I’ve heard about much too often. Entrants who consistently 
place, or win shows, do not have some sort of magical spell 
over the judges.

  RANTIN’   I swear that Testors is not putting as much 
pigment in their spray can paint these days. I just painted my 

Rantin’ Ravin’ and Rappin’ 
with Mr. Prestigious 
by Barry Fadden 
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Revell ’32 Ford Sedan using Testors #1214 Yellow, a color 
I’ve used many times before and the body came out 
noticeably lighter than all the rest of the pieces, GRRRRR!!! 
It’s true that I did use two different cans of paint but I have 
always started a project with two cans of the same color.  
  I’ve also noticed that when using Testors enamel lately I 
have been getting ‘runs’ in my paint jobs that I’ve never 
experienced before. I think the reason is because the paint is 
thinner than it was. I’ve also noticed that I can see through 
the color to the primer even when using a solid color like the 
Yellow or Dark Blue. I’ve always used Testors enamel paint 
and only recently started to experiment with some of the 
lacquers like House of Color Testors or Tamiya.  
  I have always been sort of an advocate for Testors enamel 
paint but NO MORE!!! I’ve been painting models with 
Testors paints for about 50 years and I know that they’re 
doing something different and it AIN’T GOOD!!! The last 3 
models I’ve painted with enamel have given me the 
problems I’ve mentioned above. Has anyone else 
experienced these troubles with this product lately? 
Inquiring minds want to know (in my case declining minds). 
  RAPPIN’   Each year we of the New Hampshire “Wild 
Bunch” pick a subject for a “new build” to be displayed at 
the following years NNL East.  
  This year the subject for what I call the “Chips’ Project” 
was ’32 Fords. Because of the painting problems mentioned 
above and an interior assembly problem, I realized that I 
was not going to finish mine in time. I then decided to build 
my box stock club project car which in this case just 
happened to be an AMT ’32 Ford Victoria.  I was “pretty 
sure” I could complete this simple, box stock model on time, 
especially since I was going to paint it with lacquer. I chose 
to build an original 1964 release of this kit and to make it 
appear like a 60’s show car and a bit more interesting I sent 
the suspension pieces out to be chromed. I used the Little 
Motor Car Company this time and was very pleased with the 
results. I painted the car with House of Color Candy Apple 
Red over their Orion Silver and cleared it with Testors 
lacquer system Clear. I then polished the paint with an LMG 
polishing kit and waxed it with The Treatment Model Wax.  
  The interior was finished with Tamiya Pearl White after 
hand-scribing the door panels to add some detail and 
somewhat match the seat pattern. The whitewalls on the kits 
tires were hand painted using Tamiya bottle Flat White. I 
was fairly pleased with the way it turned out (see pictures at 
right) and building one of these “old” AMT kits brought 
back a flood of great memories. I was also very happy with 
the House of Color paint and would highly recommend it.   
  Well that about does it for this issue (thank goodness you 
say) so I guess I’ll sign off now.  
  Talk at you again next time.
